London Civic Forum is seeking people to stand for the Civic Forum Council. All full members are invited to consider standing for election for the council or as an Honorary Officer to serve  between 2009 – 2011. Associate members are invited to stand as Honorary Officers.
What does the Civic Forum Council do?

The Civic Forum Council is the direction and policy setting body for the Civic Forum. It has the opportunity to contribute to major debates about London.  

Who are we looking for?

To be a Council member, you should be able to represent your own organisation or community and have their backing and a mandate to liaise on their behalf. You should also be standing on the basis of your own experience and commitment to serving the Forum. You should be able to make a minimum commitment to attend four quarterly Council Meetings each year and contribute to a working group.   We are keen to ensure that this Council, like the last one, has a strong range of experience and perspectives. 
Council members are not the trustees of the London Civic Forum.  Members of the Executive Committee are the trustees and company directors holding ultimate management and legal responsibility for the organisation. The treasurer and company secretary are appointed by the Executive at the First meeting
What experience do I need?

You need not have previous experience of being on a similar body, but be willing to serve and to contribute your own enthusiasm, expertise and vision. In return we will endeavour to support you in your role, help you to network with the membership and cover reasonable out of pocket expenses when necessary. 
What happens next?

A nomination form, together with information about the elections and Civic Forum Council and the role and responsibilities of the Chair have been sent to all members. 

The deadline for nomination is at 10am Tuesday 4th August 2009.
The Council Elections ballot will be held between Friday 7th August and Wednesday 26th August.
